The Galway Hooker is a traditional sailing boat used in 
Galway Bay and was developed for the strong seas along 
the west Atlantic coast. These boats were used to carry turf 
to be used as fuel across Galway Bay from Connemara to 
the Aran Islands and the Burren. The boats often brought 
limestone on the return journeys to neutralise the acid 
soils of Connemara and Mayo. These distinctive boats 
are still being constructed in various locations along the 
Connemara coast and on the Aran Islands where visitors 
can see construction taking place for themselves.
